Bluefin Step-Silent 2967 can be used in a 1 or 2-component
process. We recommend 2-component processing on account
of the higher resistance and meeting the highest stress category
C in accordance with ONORM C 2354.

Various types of wood (e.g. Larch, various exotic types of wood)
contain water-soluble substances, which become active when
overcoating with water-based furniture coatings. To prevent
discolouration or marks (these can be more or less pronounced
depending on the origin of the wood), when painting oak, larch
and other types of wood rich in active substances we
therefore recommend priming them first with PUR-Primer 25291.

Rolling Bluefin Step-Silent 2967 is only possible for small
surfaces and with a flocked foam roller.

The more matt the degree of gloss is selected, the clearer the
gloss markings are visible due to repeated mechanical stress on
the coated surface.

Creak-free if the staircase is professionally made (construction,
accuracy of fit, wood moisture content).

In the case of mortised stairs, it is recommended that Bluefin
Step-Silent is applied as a 1-component system or with 3 %
Aqua-PUR Hardener 82220 and that the coated parts are
allowed to dry for at least 3 days - preferably 7 days - before
assembly in order to avoid creaking.

For increased slip resistance, 10 % ADLER Aquafix S grob
91201 can be added to the top coat.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

From time to time clean stairs with a cloth moistened with Clean-
Parkettreiniger 42198. In this manner, you can remove persistent
dirt as well as heel marks. Then wipe the surfaces dry.

We advise against maintaining with commercial parquet care
products in order to prevent the occurrence of an undesired risk of

slipping.
